	Aims

	To acquire sufficient language and cultural information to get by on holiday in a Spanish speaking country. 

	Intended learning outcomes

	Participants will:

· know sufficient vocabulary and structure to get by in two situations

· enjoy learning together as a family group; and
· feel confident to have a go when on holiday.

	Methods and resources

	· Interactive methods including speaking and listening, question and answer, role-play or simulation; fun worksheets, games and quizzes.

· Pictures, items (for example, food), white board or interactive white board, audio and video tapes, computers and the Internet.

	Assessment strategy

	· A summarising activity at the end of each session which will be repeated at the beginning of following session.  Final session will include two simulated activities which will demonstrate achievement.

· Assessment methods: observed simulation, completed worksheets, quizzes.

· Record sheet for each family with fun stickers to collect - core and additional.

· Encouraging home practice.

	Possible differentiation

	· Additional worksheets for quick completers.

· Family tapes for extra practice – feedback by tutor.

· List of phrases (and practice) that will enable participants to avoid culturally inappropriate food or drink.

· Additional choice of vocabulary for other foodstuffs and buildings.

· Locations and buildings a tourist visits.
· Identification exercises.

	Session 4

	· Revisit session 3.
· Basic directions.
· Finding your way around followed by practice.

	Session 5

	· Simulation: finding your way around and finally reaching the café.
· Simulation: obtaining refreshments.
· Reviewing progress.
· Consider next steps.
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
