Using the Internet

Purpose and aim

To encourage adult learning tutors to use the Internet to search for interesting and useful resources for active learning.

Learning outcomes

By the end of the activity, tutors will have noted, gathered and shared resources gained from websites that will be useful for their own practice and active learning.
Differentiated learning outcomes

Tutors will have explored and investigated in areas of most interest to them.

Laptop, screen, data projector, Internet connection, computers and Internet connections for each attendee in a managed CPD session.

Personal computer with Internet access for individuals undertaking self study. 
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Guidance for facilitators and individuals

Introduction

This activity can effectively be done in a CPD-facilitated session.  Individual tutors can also explore the links by themselves.  The timing for the work is flexible and according to individual and group need.  Facilitators in CPD sessions will need to establish with participants how familiar they are with the Internet and offer appropriate support on the basis of individual need.

	How findings can be incorporated into teaching and learning, and opportunities for applying them.
